• Have the application signed by your 
community’s mayor, town administrator, or 
town manager

• Attach your most recent resume

• Application deadline is April 30, 2018

• Acceptance decisions will be made by June 
1, 2018

• Tuition must be paid by July 31, 2018

• First classes: Foxborough - September 7, 
2018; Northampton – September 14, 2018
