Definition:


Operator is responsible for all phases of plant operations and should maintain the Facility in a manner such that adequate treatment is attained consistently.

Works with minimal supervision of the Plant Director.

Work is performed at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

Essential

Functions:

Provides general assistance to the Plant Director.

Operates and Maintains the following unit processes and all other plant facilities.

· Bar rack, septic and equalization tanks

· Aerobic Rotating Biological Contactor

· Anoxic Rotating Biological Contactor

· Clarifier including all appurtenant equipment

· Sand filter including all appurtenant equipment

· Ultraviolet disinfection equipment and flow measuring equipment

· Dosing chamber and percolation beds

Qualifications:

High School graduate or equivalent. Completed course in wastewater treatment including laboratory techniques.
 Basic math skills. Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator certification as defined by the MA Operator Certification Program, or presently enrolled in the certification program. Honest, dependable. 

Knowledge:

Working knowledge of office machines, lab equipment, laboratory techniques.

Ability:

Ability to speak and present ideas to the public as required. Ability to work with others and follow directions both written and oral and work with minimal supervision.  Ability to make accurate measurements.  

Skill:

Skill in laboratory techniques. Skilled in the use of tools and able to work with machinery. 

Physical

Requirements:

Good mental and physical condition.Some heavy lifting may be required.  Must be able to work with machines and measuring devices. Specific vision requirements include close vision and the ability to adapt to focus.
